Take Care of Floppies 
You will run into all kinds of warnings about how sensitive 
your floppy disks are to damage. The more you take these 
warnings to heart, the better. Here's a summary of floppy 
disk no-nos. 

Never touch the disk surface through the access hOle­
the elliptically shaped opening in the disk's cover where 
the actual reading and writing are done. 
Don ·1 expose the disks to excessive heat or cold or to a 
magnetic field. Motors, telephones, and all sorts of other 
electrical devices---including your computer's power 
supply~enerate magnetic fields. 
Don·t write on your disks, paper-clip them, or otherwise 
gouge them. If you do, you'll physically damage the disk 
and, along with it, whatever programs or data were lo­
cated there. 

• Don't leave disks lying around-you are inviting trouble. 
They'll get dirty, crushed, or knocked onto the ftoqr. 
They belong in their jackets, stored upright in a con­
tainer that will keep dust from getting to them. 

• Always maintain backup copies of programs and data. 
No matter how careful you are, something always 
seems to go wrong with a floppy-<.1sually the one you 
forgot to back up. 

Don't Shake Your Head 
When you move your computer from one place to another, 
there·s a chance the drive·s read/write head can become 
damaged from bouncing up and down. To avoid such prob­
lems. use a "head protection spacer" whenever you move. 
You can make one easily by cutting a piece of thin cardboard 
into the shape of a floppy disk. Or use a disk you no longer 
need. 

Behind Closed Doors 
If you have single-sided disk ·drives, keep the disk drive door 
closed when they're not in use to guard against dust, which 
can destroy the read/write head. But don't do this if you 
have double-sided drives. If you shut the doer without a disk 
inserted, the two read/write heads will press together, possi­
bly damaging them. Instead, place a disk you no longer 
need into the drive, leaving it there with the door shut when 
the drive is not in use. This will protect the read/write heads 
from dust and from each other. 

We'll Drink to That 

Accidents happen, and chances are that someday you"II 
spill something on your computer or disks. It may seem rela­
tively harmless-a glass of water, perhaps-but it can dam­
age your equipment in a big way. 

You probably already know that water and electricity don't 
mix, so the first thing you must worry about when you spill 
something on your computer is the potential for electric 
shock. Your first action (aher you make sure that whatever 
you spilled has stopped running into your computer) is to 
unplug everything. 

The severity of the incident depends partly on what and 
how much was spilled. The worst problems come with liq­
uids containing acids-most sott drinks, for example. The 
carbonic acid in a sott drink is mild, to be sure, but it will do a 
real number on the metal in your machine. The next biggest 
problem is with drinks containing sugar. Atter the liquid 
dnes, the sugar remains, leaving a sticky, scratchy mess that 
can really foul things up. 

Many computer components are hardy enough to with­
stand a quick dunking. If the liquid spilled was water-even 
hot water in the form of coffee or tea with no cream or sugar 
-you can get by with blotting up what liquids you can see, 
then blowing it dry with a hair dryer or a vacuum cleaner in 
reverse. Worry a bit about overheating your components with 
the hair dryer, but getting it dry quickly is more Important. 

If you spilled a soh drink or some other sticky liquid, 
you've got to get it off. Probably the safest approach is to try 
cleaning it with electrical-contact/relay cleaner, although it's 
rather expensive and may not give you enough liquid to 
wash things off thoroughly. Another approach is to literally 
bathe the board with isopropyt (rubbing) alcohol. Be sure it's 
straight alcohol-no sweet-smelling additives are needed by 
your computer. Be careful-it's flammable. But it dries 
quickly and shouldn't cause any real problems. And it's 
cheaper than electrical contact cleaner and probably more 
effective. 

Disk drives are another problem. If one got drenched, you 
probably should have it professionally cleaned, lubricated, 
and realigned. Foreign matter that gets into the drive could 
cause it to scratch disks. 

If you got disks wet, you're probably better off tossing 
them out and hoping that you've got backup copies. You can 
try wiping them off, but if moisture or other foreign matter 
remains, you run the risk of ruining a disk drive when you 
insert the soiled disk into your machine. If the disks got by 
with only a sprinkling, let them dry thoroughly (the lining in ~ 
which disks are housed is absorbent, so let it dry overnight), 11."1 
then try reading one file. If you·re successful, copy all the O 
files from one disk to another and throw away the original. ~

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HOW TO BUILD TOUR OWN ADAM FROM COMPONENTS

The advertisement said Coleco 
Adam Computer, complete, less printer 
and cabinet. Build your own Adam 
computer from components, for $99°95° 

It sounded good, and I am 
mechanically inclined, so I ordered 
one- Eight weeks later I received 
the following; One power supply, One 
each of the two component boards, One 
keyboard, Two data drives, Two game 
controllers, and One Buck Rogers game 
tape. 

As the ad had claimed, it was 
all there, and could easily be 
plugged together to form a working 
computer. No soldering was required, 
and all the receptacles, toggle 
switches, etc. were present. However 
it would have to be put in something 
to protect and contain it. Checking 
the local Radio Shack, and other 
Electronics stores I found no 
container large enough for t~e job-

I resorted to using whatever was at 
hand. I used a flat oak board as a 
base, and glued small wood blocks to 
this to provide the two tiered base 
for the component boards. I also 
glued small blocks to attach the 
toggle switches, and other ports. I 
screwed the boards in place with wood 
screws, with foam pads between the 
boards and the wood blocks. I then 
made the sides and top out of 
plexiglass. Several vent and access 
holes had to be made through the 
plexiglass, and this is not an easy 
job. I left one corner open to 
install one data drive. I only used 
one to keep the container as small as 
possible. 

I now have a working Adam 
computer that is about two thirds as 
large as the original, and can look 
right inside to see the components. 
By using my Eve interface I can use 
any dot matrix printer to complete 
the package. It is not fancy, though 
yours could be, but it is rugged and 
it works. 

A few things need to be 
explained. The first time I hooked 
up the power supply the electronic 
typewriter screen appeared and 
nothing would work. I traced this 
down to the fact that the power 
supply is actually the bottom portion 
of the printer. There usually though 
not always are additional electronic 
components from the printer on this 
board• Since the rest of the printer 
is not connected it won't function 
properly. I have seen in some 
publications a kit with a switch and 
wiring diagrams to get around this 
problem. There is a much simpler way 
to do this. Just disconnect the white 
plastic, four prong, slide connector 
connecting the transformer board to 
the other components. Also make sure 
that any peripheral units such as 
disc drives or printers are turned on 
before the power supply• This minor 
inconvenience allows for normal use 
of the power supply. The container I 
used is not shielded and this can 
cause serious interference with a 
regular TV. No interference is 
noticed on a monitor, just on a TV. 
Also when I Tried to use a roller 
controller with this unit my remote 
control TV located at the other end 
of the house went crazy. It turned 
on then off then on again, channels 
changed etc. Proper shielding would 
eliminate this. The wiring diagram 
provided with the kit did not 
describe what to do with the braided 
ground wire hanging from the edge of 
one board. I connected it to a 
similar position on the other board 
assuming this would ground the whole 
rig. 

All in all I am real pleased 
with the results of this package. It 
is a working Adam in a smaller 
package. I am going to assemble 
another without installing a data 
drive to use just with my disc drives 
allowing for a very small container. 
By the way this article was written 
on my home built Adam home computer.

If you have ever been working on an 
extremely long smartbasic program, 
and wasn't able to save it due to an 
"OUT OF MEMORY" error message, don't 
give up, Some of your memory has 
been tied up by your manipulating 
your program lines, Try deleting 
five to ten lines at the end of the 
program until you free enough memory 
for you to save the program. Now 
reload the program and type back the 
deleted lines, nine times out of ten 
the program will save after this 
procedure,

Eve Electronics Systems has been 
shipping with their SPl interface a 
patch to allow direct printing with 
Smartwriter. This patch you 
implement yourself onto a copy of

and supported Tne developer trusts that the customer will 
make use of only those copies for which he has purchased a 
license. even though making add1t1onal. unauthorized copies 

U nauthonzed duplicalton and use of sof!Vvare 
violates the US.

Software developers find that thousands of illegal copies

Reproducing computer software without authorization violates 
the U.S. Copyright Law It Is a Federal offense. The money paid 
for a software product represents a license fee for the use of 
one copy It does not represent an authorization to copy Civil 
damages for unauthorized software copying can be as much 
as $50,000 or more and criminal penalties include fines and 
imprisonment Bills have been introduced in Congress to 
strengthen the law and increase penalties.

ADAM. The EDS is the ADAM'S pri.,.ry operating 
syste1t1 that handles 1/0 and other system functions. 

This colu11n wi 11 be used to present the various 
systeffl calls that are available to the user in 
SmartBasic. This colu'"" will not be a tutorial on 
uselllbly or .. chine language progra ... ing. I will 
siinply present the infonnation with I brief 
explanation of its function 1nd how it 1s used, 
what you do with it is up to you. To use the 
cal ls you wi 11 have to understand the Z80 and Hs 
tnachine 1anguage4 In 110st cases you will have to 
write ftlachine language routines in order to 
provide the called routines with the information 
that they require. In previous fssues I have 
already given s0111e infor,nation on writing such 
routine,s for using SOIIM! of the calls to the video 
display processor and the sound chip. 

As I said ear1~er, I have spent a lot of tinie 
disasselllbling the Adao,'s operating syste■1. After

a copy of their technical •n1111l for the AOAtt.

Unfortunately, the technical inanual· includes 
ah.,st nothing on SNrteasic and its ..,..ry Np. 
For that infonMtion you 5ho1.1ld con5ult the 

previous issues of ECN for ,nany peeks and pokes 
and the Hacker's Guide to ADAH whfch is a great 
deal 1110re organized (the HackerJs Guide is 1.11111-

able for $12.95 fr0111 Peter I Ben Hinkle, II7 
Northview Road, Ithaca, NY 14850 or HW Ruth Co.). 

In this coluR1n nuwlbers will generally be present­
ed in hex for■11t and wil 1 be so designated by 1 

following '$' sign, for example: ~032$. All 
numbers without the dollar sign will be in regular 
deciNl fonnat. Each of the CALL statements will 
include a description of the registers used for 
input fn the call and a description of the output 
registers. if any. We will publish a few CALLS 
each issue until we have covered the entire list 
of CALLS available.
